Grades and Centering

Our descriptions contain detailed information and observations
about each item’s condition. We have also assigned grades to
stamps and covers, which reflect our subjective assessment. For
stamps, the margin width, centering and gum are described and
graded according to generally accepted standards (an approximate
correlation to numeric grades is provided at right). Although we
believe our grades are accurate, they are not always exactly
aligned with third-party grading terms or standards for all issues.
A lot may not be returned because a certification service grades
a stamp lower than the grade stated in the description.
Information from the P.S.E. Stamp Market Quarterly and P.S.E.
Population Report™ is the most current available, but lots may
not be returned due to errors or changes in statistics or data.

Extremely Fine Gem (90-100): The term “Gem” describes condition
that is the finest possible for the issue. This term is equivalent to
“Superb” used by grading services.

Extremely Fine (80-90): Exceptionally large/wide margins or near
perfect centering.

Very Fine (70-85): Normal-size margins for the issue and well-
centered with the design a bit closer to one side. “Very Fine and
choice” applies to stamps that have desirable traits such as rich
color, sharp impression, freshness or clarity of cancel.

Fine (60-70): Smaller than usual margins or noticeably off center.
Pre-1890 issues may have the design touched in places.

Very Good (below 60): Attractive appearance, but margins or
perforations cut into the design.

For example, stamps
issued in tropical climates are expected to have some
gum disturbance due to humidity, and such condition

is not considered a negative factor in pricing.

Covers

Minor nicks, short edge tears, flap tears and slight reduction at one side are normal conditions for 19th century envelopes. Folded letters
should be expected to have at least one file fold. Light cleaning of covers and small mends along the edges are accepted forms of
conservation. Unusual covers may have a common stamp with a slight crease or tiny tear. These flaws exist in virtually all 19th century
covers and are not always described. They are not grounds for return.

Catalogue Values and Estimates
Unless otherwise noted, the currently available Scott Catalogue (SCV) and Stamp Market Quarterly (SMQ) values are quoted in dollars ($).
Other catalogues are often used for foreign countries or specialized areas and are referred to by their common name: Stanley Gibbons
(SG), Dietz, American Air Mail Catalogue (AAMC), Michel, Zumstein, Facit, etc. Estimates are indicated with an “E. $” and reflect our
conservative valuation in dollars. Reserves will never exceed the low end of the estimate range; they will often exceed Scott Catalogue
value for stamps in Extremely Fine condition.

Because of certain pricing inconsistencies in the Scott Catalogue—for example, blocks that have no gum, the absence of premiums for Mint
N.H. items, etc.—we cannot guarantee the accuracy of values quoted for multiples, specialized items and collection lots. We generally try
to be conservative, but buyers may not return a lot because of a discrepancy in catalogue value due to Scott pricing inconsistencies.

ultimately the solution, to my Friday night dinner selection with my family. It’s a
gourmet version of a buffet—one that appeals to everyone’s interest (and for me,
avoids total meltdowns and hunger strikes). No one area or country is over-repre-
sented. Instead, the items were selected tastefully with the focus on eye appeal, rarity
and overall condition. Dr. Homonnay patiently acquired items, often from renowned
collections that came up for auction over the course of many years. All of this coalesced
into the collection presented in this sale catalogue.

The epitome of “classic” in philately is inarguably the first issues of the world. When
you think of worldwide classics, you think Great Britain Penny Black, Brazil Bull’s
Eyes, the Lady McLeod and Zurich Cantonals, to name a few. All of these wonderful
classic first issues are featured in Dr. Homonnay’s collection.

Immediately after perusing Dr. Homonnay’s inventory, I jumped at the opportunity
to personally handle this collection for the Siegel firm. This collection represents the
complete package for a young professional philatelist such as myself.

It required acquisition—ensuring that it was safely transported from Budapest,
Hungary. This is where, for the first time in years, it snowed in Budapest, which fortu-
nately did not hinder travel—perhaps the snow was a good omen for the sale’s success.

Dr. Homonnay walked me through his collection and enthusiastically showed me his
other magnificent holdings. We enjoyed a splendid meal at a well-known establish-
ment, which allowed me to get to know the collector behind the collection.

The describing process took time to organize and research the items. This collection
was “fun” to describe. The covers conveyed little snippets of fascinating information
from numerous areas. Never overwhelming in one area, the collection has balance and
broad appeal. From Great Britain to Timor, Dr. Hamonnay’s covers originate from all
parts of the globe, spanning nearly 100 years (yes, as late as the 1937 issue of Aden).

Once the descriptions were written, the catalogue presentation took shape with careful
thought as to highlighting the key items of the collection. The sale marketing was chal-
lenging, due to the wide appeal of the material—how do we reach the collector looking
for the Transcaucasian Federated Republics cover? And, finally, the actual sale of the
collection, which we hope all of our clients will see as an exciting opportunity to bid on
rare covers, either in person, by phone or by using our BidBaller platform.

We appreciate Dr. Homonnay’s trust in our firm and we are proud to handle his
wonderful First Issues of the World on Cover collection. He is a renowned exhibitor
who has won several Large Gold medals for his Hungarian exhibits.

This cover is believed to have originated in Levuka, where the manuscript “X” cancels were applied.
According to Colin Tabeart, this was carried on the last voyage of the Wonga Wonga, departing Sydney
Sep. 1, 1871, Fiji Sep. 11, Honolulu Sep. 25, and arriving San Francisco Oct. 6, 1871.

A census of Fiji Times Express covers by Dr. Geoff Kellow was published in The Australian Philatelist (March
1988) and incorporated into Fiji Times Express Stamps by David E. Gillis (pp. 102-108). Kellow’s original list
of nine items included six covers, two fronts and one large piece, but two of these must be excluded. The
piece—addressed to Auckland with a New Zealand 1p Chalon Head—was destroyed in the 1983 bush fire
that consumed John Gartner’s home in Australia (he and his wife survived by wading in the swimming
pool). The earliest cover—addressed to Mrs. John R. Dods and datestamped at Sydney Dec. 10, 1870—
received negative opinions from The Royal Philatelic Society London and British Philatelic Association,
although some specialists still argue it is a genuine use of the 3p Fiji Times Express stamp.

Removing those two items from the Kellow census, there remain five covers and two fronts with Fiji Times
Express stamps. Two covers and one front have First Setting/Printing stamps on quadrille paper. Three
covers and one front have Second Setting stamps on batonne paper (of either Gillis type).

The two First Setting/Printing covers have similar 3p/6p frankings (SG 2, 3) with a 6p New South Wales
stamp and were datestamped in Sydney on the same day, December 31, 1870. The third item is a front
addressed to the United States with 3p/6p franking (SG 2, 3) and a New Zealand 6p Chalon Head stamp.

This private-issue stamp appeared six months before the “Post Office” Mauritius and is the earliest stamp
used in any British Colony. The stamp was issued in April 1847 to prepay the private conveyance of mails
on the Lady Mcleod between Port of Spain and San Fernando. Details regarding the printing of this stamp
have never been found, but it has been surmised that they were likely printed at the offices of the local
newspaper, as were several other early British Colonial stamps and the Hawaiian Missionaries. The full
story of this stamp is told on pp. 196-199 of Stamps of Fame by L. N. & M. Williams.

The Peter Ford census records 39 covers or pieces plus an additional six which have been noted in early
sales, but without photographic confirmartion (some of these could be in the census). Of those, one is a
large piece (Tapling Collection) and at least two stamps did not originate on their covers. At least two
covers are held in institutional collections (the Royal Philatelic Collection and the Smithsonian National
Postal Museum). Others have not surfaced in many decades and have not been examined or analyzed;
therefore, the actual number of surviving covers could be lower than 39.

Regarding condition and use, most examples are not tied to the cover and have manuscript cancels simi-
lar to the example offered here. The vast majority of covers have varying degrees of faults in the stamps
and/or covers. This includes some where the stamp was defaced to prevent reuse. With all factors consid-
ered, the cover offered here ranks among the finest examples known, particularly since the stamp itself is
fresh and free of the normal condition problems.

The Bull’'s Eye stamps of Brazil comprise three values—30r, 60r, and 90r—issued on August
1, 1843. They were only available in Rio de Janeiro at this date. Stamps were distributed to
other towns and provinces one month later in September 1843. Some of the smaller towns
and provinces did not receive stamps until as late as 1844. The cover offered here is the earli-
est recorded use of any value Bull’s Eye stamp on cover.

The first postage stamp in the world was the Penny Black issued by Great Britain on May 6,
1840, followed by the Two-Pence Blue. The world’s next postage stamps are the 4-rappen and
6-rappen stamps issued by the Canton of Zurich in Switzerland on February 1, 1842. Around
the same time, Greig’s City Despatch Post in New York City issued a 3c stamp (Scott 40L1),
the first stamp used in the Western Hemisphere. On August 15, 1842, the City Despatch Post
was acquired by the government and transformed from a private local post into a government
carrier service for mail delivery to and from the New York City post office and within city
limits. Greig’s privately issued stamps were accepted by the carrier department and new
“United States City Despatch Post” government stamps were issued on August 15, 1842 (Scott
6LB3), but these were never intended to pay federal intercity postage rates (although some
were used for that purpose). Therefore, the Brazil Bull’s Eye stamps are the first issued in the
Western Hemisphere to pay regular federal postage rates.

VERY FINE. A RARE USE OF THE COMPLETE 1895 FIRST ISSUE OF THE SHORT-LIVED TAIWAN
REPUBLIC ON COVER TO AMOY.

The Republic of Taiwan was a short-lived republic, lasting only 151 days. It was formed
between the time of formal cessation of the island by the Qing Dynasty of China to the
Empire of Japan (Treaty of Shimonoseki) and when the island was overtaken by Japanese
troops. The capital was established as Tainan on May 23, 1895, and officially ended when the
Japanese arrived on Oct. 21. The Republic was formed in opposition to the treaty to establish
Taiwan as free and independent. The name “Black Flag” republic owes its origin to the
Grand General of the Army, Liu Yongfu, a national hero and retired Black Flag Army
commander known for his victories against the French in northern Vietnam.

The 20c paid the single letter rate for a distance between 450 and 1,350 km. Of all the
Colombia first issue covers recorded, a pair is the largest multiple recorded. Only two exam-
ples are known, each with a pair of the 10c used from Santa Marta. The other cover is
addressed to Medellin (ex Neuberger and Hubbard).

In 1852 Reunion was supplied with their first adhesive stamps. They were General French
Colonies issues that were given to all the Colonies of France. However, there were no 15c or 30c
stamps to pay the 30c and 45c rates. Because new stamps would take a long time to reach
Reunion, it was decided to print stamps locally from typeset forms. The same phenomenon
occurred on other islands throughout the world, such as Hawaii, Mauritius and Fiji, where local
printers produced the country’s first stamps, using more primitive methods than other stamp-
producing countries. The typeset stamps of Reunion were printed on very thin pelure paper
that often had irregularities such as wood pulp inclusions and pinholes. These stamps proved to
be unpopular with the local population, primarily due to the fact that they were issued without
gum. A small number were used and the remainders were eventually destroyed.

To date, only 27 covers are recorded. This includes five 15c covers, sixteen 30c covers, and
six 15c and 30c combination covers. Of the five 15c¢ covers, three are addressed to France, one
to Mauritius, and one locally on Reunion Island.

The Norwegian Missionary Society (det Norske Misjonsselskap), founded in 1842, first sent
missionaries to South Africa. With success found in Zulu country, their mission spread to
Madagascar with missionaries arriving sometime in 1866. Madagascar, under the rule of King
Radama II, had only recently reopened to Westerners in the early 1860s with his accession to
the throne. This was after the tumultuous rule of his mother, Queen Ranavalona, who
expelled all Westerners, eventually leading to massacres of mainly Christians who remained.
By the 1890s, the Norwegian mission had sixteen stations across the island. The stamps were
created as a means to indicate postage paid on mail and parcels sent between stations. They
kept the cost of postage to a minimum—significantly cheaper than what was offered by the
French or British.

These stamps were produced in three separate printings. A pane of twelve was printed using
letterpress. The most distinctive difference was the paper used. The first printing was cream
colored (wider spaced), the second on buff paper, and the third on white paper. All were
printed at the Norwegian printing house in Antananarivo.

According to Luc Monteret’s informative presentation (located on the France & Colonies
website), less than ten covers are recorded. Most covers have flaws to some degree—mostly
cover flaws and toning on stamps due to climatic conditions and/or local adhesive used. This
is the only cover tied by a datestamp—all other examples are cancelled by manuscript (most
are not tied).
