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Grades and Centering

Our descriptions contain detailed information and observations
about each item’s condition.

For
stamps, the margin width, centering and gum are described and
graded according to generally accepted standards (an approximate
correlation to numeric grades is provided at right). Although we
believe our grades are accurate, they are not always exactly
aligned with third-party grading terms or standards for all issues.
A lot may not be returned because a certification service grades
a stamp lower than the grade stated in the description.
Information from the P.S.E. Stamp Market Quarterly and P.S.E.
Population Report™ is the most current available, but lots may
not be returned due to errors or changes in statistics or data.

Extremely Fine Gem (90-100): The term “Gem” describes condition
that is the finest possible for the issue. This term is equivalent to
“Superb” used by grading services.

Extremely Fine (80-90): Exceptionally large/wide margins or near
perfect centering.

Very Fine (70-85): Normal-size margins for the issue and well-
centered with the design a bit closer to one side. “Very Fine and
choice” applies to stamps that have desirable traits such as rich
color, sharp impression, freshness or clarity of cancel.

Fine (60-70): Smaller than usual margins or noticeably off center.
Pre-1890 issues may have the design touched in places.

Very Good (below 60): Attractive appearance, but margins or
perforations cut into the design.

For example, stamps
issued in tropical climates are expected to have some
gum disturbance due to humidity, and such condition

is not considered a negative factor in pricing.

Covers

Minor nicks, short edge tears, flap tears and slight reduction at one side are normal conditions for 19th century envelopes. Folded letters
should be expected to have at least one file fold. Light cleaning of covers and small mends along the edges are accepted forms of
conservation. Unusual covers may have a common stamp with a slight crease or tiny tear. These flaws exist in virtually all 19th century
covers and are not always described. They are not grounds for return.

Catalogue Values and Estimates
Unless otherwise noted, the currently available Scott Catalogue (SCV) and Stamp Market Quarterly (SMQ) values are quoted in dollars ($).
Other catalogues are often used for foreign countries or specialized areas and are referred to by their common name: Stanley Gibbons
(SG), Dietz, American Air Mail Catalogue (AAMC), Michel, Zumstein, Facit, etc. Estimates are indicated with an “E. $” and reflect our
conservative valuation in dollars. Reserves will never exceed the low end of the estimate range; they will often exceed Scott Catalogue
value for stamps in Extremely Fine condition.

Because of certain pricing inconsistencies in the Scott Catalogue—for example, blocks that have no gum, the absence of premiums for Mint
N.H. items, etc.—we cannot guarantee the accuracy of values quoted for multiples, specialized items and collection lots. We generally try
to be conservative, but buyers may not return a lot because of a discrepancy in catalogue value due to Scott pricing inconsistencies.

China specialists have determined that the “Small 4” Red Revenue was the first of the “cents”
surcharges on the 3c Red Revenue produced in Shanghai by the Inspectorate General of
Customs Statistical Department. A total of 200 “Small 4” stamps were prepared, the 25-subject
surcharge form applied four times each to two sheets of 100. Twenty-five of these stamps exist
with double surcharge, one in black and one in faint violet. It is believed that violet was the
intended color of the surcharge, but due to the poor impression, these 25 and the others were
surcharged in black. It was still thought the small Arabic “4” was difficult to see, so the
production was halted and a larger and thicker sans-serif “4” was substituted. All of the other
characters of the overprint remained the same.

Several blocks of 25 (the complete setting) of the “Large 4” Red Revenue exist. Due to the
many constant varieties of the many Chinese characters, the position can be determined. The
stamp offered here is from position 21.

The National Postal Service was established in 1897. It offered services previously not avail-
able, including the handling of large parcels and postal remittances. Because of this, higher
denomination stamps were required. It was decided to surcharge unissued 3-cent red revenue
stamps that were on hand. At first, they were surcharged One Dollar and Five Dollars. Later,
they were surcharged with lower values. The $5.00 stamp was used almost exclusively on
remittance certificates, so its use was limited. It is by far the rarest of the five denominations
created by surcharging the Red Revenue stamps.

This stamp is notable for having bottom selvage. The bottom selvage was almost always
removed to make affixing to remittance certificates easier. In addition, it has a dramatic
misplacement of the surcharge. The certificate notes that in L.Y. Woo’s Revenue Surcharges,
there were two such misplaced surcharges from the bottom row. One perf 14 from position 21
(without bottom selvage), and one perf 12x13)%-14. This suggests two panes of 25 with
misplaced surcharges in the bottom row were produced.
