1. The highest bidder acknowledged by the auctioneer shall be the buyer.
The term “final bid” means the last bid acknowledged by the auctioneer,
which is normally the highest bid offered. The purchase price payable
by the buyer will be the sum of the final bid and a commission of 18%
of the final bid (“buyer’s premium”), together with any sales tax, use
tax or customs duties due on the sale.

2. The auctioneer has the right to reject any bid, to advance the
bidding at his discretion and, in the event of a dispute, to determine the
successful bidder, to continue the bidding or to reoffer and resell the lot
in dispute. The Galleries’ record of the final sale shall be conclusive.

3. All bids are per numbered lot in the catalogue unless otherwise
announced by the auctioneer at the time of sale.

4. Lots with numbers followed by the symbol ° are offered subject to
a confidential minimum bid (“reserve”), below which the lot will not
be sold. The absence of the symbol ° means that the lot is offered
without a reserve. If there is no reserve, the auctioneer has sole
discretion to establish a minimum opening bid and may refuse an
offer of less than half of the published estimate. Any lot that does not
reach its reserve or opening bid requested by the auctioneer will be
announced as “passed” and excluded from the prices realized lists
after the sale. The Galleries may have a direct or indirect ownership
interest in any or all lots in the sale resulting from an advance of
monies or goods-in-trade or a guarantee of minimum net proceeds
made by the Galleries to the seller.

5. Subject to the exclusions listed in 5(A), the Galleries will accept the
return of lots which have been misidentified or which have obvious
faults that were present when the lot was in the Galleries’ custody, but
not so noted in the lot description. All disputed lots must be received
by the Galleries intact with the original packing material within 5 days
of delivery to the buyer but no later than 30 days from the sale date.
(5A) EXCLUSIONS: The following lots may not be returned for any
reason, or may not be returned for the reasons stated: i) lots containing
5 or more items; ii) lots from buyers who registered for the pre-sale
exhibition or received lots by postal viewing, thereby having had the

or reported; or vii) a certification service grades a stamp lower than
the grade stated in the description or on an accompanying
certificate.Successful bidders, unless they have established credit with
the Galleries prior to the sale, must make full payment in cleared funds
before the lots will be delivered.

be given to the Galleries, (iv) the Galleries retains the right to resubmit
the item for reconsideration, without time limit or other restrictions, for
the purpose of obtaining a satisfactory opinion, (v) lots submitted for
certification will be considered cleared 90 days from the date of sale,
whether or not a certificate has been issued, unless the Galleries issues
written approval of a further extension of return privileges, and (vi) in
the event the lot is determined to be misidentified or misdescribed,
pursuant to 5 and 5(A) of these Conditions, the Galleries will issue a
refund to the buyer for the full purchase price and actual certification
fees up to $800.00, but the reimbursement for certificate fees (and
related costs) shall not exceed 10% of the hammer price of the lot.

9. Until paid for in full, all lots remain the property of the Galleries on
behalf of the seller.

10. Agents executing bids on behalf of clients will be held responsible for
all purchases made on behalf of clients unless otherwise arranged prior
to the sale.

11. The buyer assumes all risk for delivery of purchased lots and agrees
to pay for prescribed shipping costs.

Grades and Centering

Our descriptions contain detailed information and observations
about each item’s condition. We have also assigned grades to
stamps and covers, which reflect our subjective assessment. For
stamps, the margin width, centering and gum are described and
graded according to generally accepted standards (an approximate
correlation to numeric grades is provided at right). Although we
believe our grades are accurate, they are not always exactly
aligned with third-party grading terms or standards for all issues.
A lot may not be returned because a certification service grades
a stamp lower than the grade stated in the description.
Information from the P.S.E. Stamp Market Quarterly and P.S.E.
Population Report®™ is the most current available, but lots may
not be returned due to errors or changes in statistics or data.

Extremely Fine Gem (90-100): The term “Gem” describes condition
that is the finest possible for the issue. This term is equivalent to
“Superb” used by grading services.

Extremely Fine (80-90): Exceptionally large/wide margins or near
perfect centering.

Very Fine (70-85): Normal-size margins for the issue and well-
centered with the design a bit closer to one side. “Very Fine and
choice” applies to stamps that have desirable traits such as rich
color, sharp impression, freshness or clarity of cancel.

Fine (60-70): Smaller than usual margins or noticeably off center.
Pre-1890 issues may have the design touched in places.

Very Good (below 60): Attractive appearance, but margins or
perforations cut into the design.

For example, stamps
issued in tropical climates are expected to have some
gum disturbance due to humidity, and such condition

is not considered a negative factor in pricing.

Covers

Minor nicks, short edge tears, flap tears and slight reduction at one side are normal conditions for 19th century envelopes. Folded letters
should be expected to have at least one file fold. Light cleaning of covers and small mends along the edges are accepted forms of
conservation. Unusual covers may have a common stamp with a slight crease or tiny tear. These flaws exist in virtually all 19th century
covers and are not always described. They are not grounds for return.

Catalogue Values and Estimates
Unless otherwise noted, the currently available Scott Catalogue (SCV) and Stamp Market Quarterly (SMQ) values are quoted in dollars ($).
Other catalogues are often used for foreign countries or specialized areas and are referred to by their common name: Stanley Gibbons
(SG), Dietz, American Air Mail Catalogue (AAMC), Michel, Zumstein, Facit, etc. Estimates are indicated with an “E. $” and reflect our
conservative valuation in dollars. Reserves will never exceed the low end of the estimate range; they will often exceed Scott Catalogue
value for stamps in Extremely Fine condition.

Because of certain pricing inconsistencies in the Scott Catalogue—for example, blocks that have no gum, the absence of premiums for Mint
N.H. items, etc.—we cannot guarantee the accuracy of values quoted for multiples, specialized items and collection lots. We generally try
to be conservative, but buyers may not return a lot because of a discrepancy in catalogue value due to Scott pricing inconsistencies.

The Republic of Taiwan was a short-lived republic, lasting only 151 days. It was formed between
the time of formal cessation of the island by the Qing Dynasty of China to the Empire of Japan
(Treaty of Shimonoseki) and when the island was overtaken by Japanese troops. The capital was
established as Tainan on May 23, 1895, and officially ended when the Japanese arrived on Oct. 21.
The Republic was formed in opposition to the treaty to establish Taiwan as free and independent.
The name “Black Flag” republic owes its origin to the Grand General of the Army, Liu Yongfu, a
national hero and retired Black Flag Army commander known for his victories against the French
in northern Vietnam.

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HONG KONG USED FROM THE PHILIPPINES

This topic is covered in depth in Peterson & Lewis Postal History of the Spanish Philippines: 1565-1898 (pp.
133-144) and briefly in Webb Hong Kong & The Treaty Ports of China & Japan (pp. 303-306). Prior to the
Philippines joining the U.P.U., stamps of the Spanish Philippines were not valid for payment on mail to
foreign countries. Adhesives of Hong Kong, India and Straits Settlements were used on mail originating
in the Philippines and, in particular, Manila.

It is widely thought that nearly all covers bearing British Asia stamps on covers originating in the
Philippines were applied at origin. British and local firms kept stocks of stamps on hand. It is even
argued that the British Consulate kept stamps on hand.

Depending on the next available ship and whether the mail was going to Hong Kong or India, the rele-
vant stamps were applied. These were cancelled on arrival in their respective ports and treated as if they
originated from the treaty ports. The origin of Philippines is often confirmed by either company hand-
stamps, labels or original enclosures.

Peterson & Lewis report the following totals of covers—40 with Indian Stamps, 81 with Hong Kong
stamps, and 30 with Straits Settlements stamps.

The Manila and Star datestamp on covers with Hong Kong or India stamps has long vexed postal
historians. The reason for this datestamp to be applied to some covers and not others creates
more questions than answers. There are no postal markings indicating any postage was collected
in Manila. Peterson & Lewis record six covers to England with Hong Kong stamps bearing this
datestamp from Jul.-Dec. 1868—evidently not knowing the existence of the cover offered here.
Lot 5753 provides a great contrast—judging by the dates, it was likely carried on the same ship
from Manila but that cover does not have the Manila datestamp. This cover also underpays the
double 32c rate to England via Marseilles by 2c.

We are aware of the comments regarding this cover in Peterson & Lewis (p. 143) creating a
shadow of doubt as to the cover’s authenticity. Their opinion is that the Philippines stamps
were added later (rather than contemporaneously). This is based on the fact that there is no
Manila datestamp and that it was charged 8 reales due in Madrid. Our opinion of this cover
differs considerably and aligns with the two accompanying certificates for the following
reasons. First, we believe the stamps were all originally affixed to this cover. All four stamps
have similar perf tip toning—so minute as not being worthy of mention for description
purposes, but some evidence that they originate and were applied at relatively the same time.
Also, the there is a faint indentation on the interior of the cover for all four stamps, as if they
were applied contemporaneously.

We agree that there was no postal necessity for stamps of both the Philippines and Straits
Settlements. Our theory is that the sender originally intended this to go via Spanish mail and
applied the 62c pair. For whatever reason—possibly a delay in sailings—they changed their
mind and opted to send it via British mails thru Singapore. It is well-known that stocks of
Hong Kong and India (eventually Straits Settlements) stamps were kept in Manila. Therefore,
the 6¢ and 30c stamps were applied (for a double rate) and sent thru the British/French mail
system—hence the reasoning behind the lack of a Manila datestamp. All stamps are tied by
the dotted circle cancel of Singapore (Proud K7). The 8 reales due marking could be
explained in that this mail came via France, which would have warranted postage due. They
apparently did not accept the Philippines stamps as a form of prepayment.
